While exlhib itorn in the Metrnpoi itan ar ea 
desire to continue wit h 1.30 opening, in small 
towns which are not so subject to aeriai 
attack there is a demand for later hours of 
closing, especially in those districts w here 
Armect .Forces are st1t onecl or· b11Jetecl. 'l'l11s 
applies particularly t J 11aval men whose 
ho rs -of leisure are always late. 

The Secretary was mstr--cted lo see the 
E ssex County Council on Vhis matter.

BADLY HANDLED 
-says LEEDS 

pRON OUNCED disapproval of the 
way in w hich film entertairunent 

for the troops had been handled from 
the very outset w as expressed in 
strong terms at the Leeds Branch 
meeting at which it was suggested 
that as most camps were within a 
radius of ten miles from a kinema, 
the question boiled down to one of 

Army transport facilit ies . 
'J'he .feeling was freely ventilated that al­

though a lot of blame seemed to be poured 
on the ;;houlders of Capt. Alfred Davis, many 
other people seemed to be as much at fa,Jlt. 
8ulogistic comm ents on Capt. Davi were 
made by C. P. Metcalfe and endorsed by t he 
Chairman, and the fo rm er •said that if the 
Captain h ad made a blunder that was not 
the cause of the trouble. It arose from the 
intrigue whiclh h ad been going on in other 
1irections, and other people were moTe 
guil y of blame than he. 

The branch delegate;; were united in their 
prai e of the President, Mr. Mears, on his 
courage in taking up the cudgels on behalf of 
the exhibitors on an occasion ,vlhen others 
in his position might well ha.ve faltered.

'heffie lcl Wa ch Committee, at a p~otracted 

meeting on Thursday night, decided to 
grant permis ion for th e Central P ictu re 
House. The )foor, Sheffield, to 01)en on 
Sunday . subj ect to the approval of the 
City Council at it next meeting, and the 
firs show to be gi,en on December 8. 

So ldiers will be allowed to t ake their 
girl fr iends if spec ial pe rm1ss1on is 
obtained from their officers , bu t a soldier 
wil l no t be permitted to tak e a civi lia n 
man friend . 
Girls who haunt the outside of the kinema 

will not be permitted to go in. Women in 
the F orces will be admitted, but nobody, 
unless in uniform, \\·ill otherwise be allowed 
in. 

The Ki. E. learned that only one applica­
t ion to open on Sundays was placed before 
the W atch Oommittee~ tha t of the Central 
P .H ., and after the meeting, Ald. Thraves 
told the KINE, corre pondent that he hoped 

t hat the decision arri vecl at wou Id prove a 
sat isfactory solution . 

It will be r emembered that Sunday open­
ing in Sh effield has been the source of 
negotiations and contr oversy since Augu st 
last, when the exhibitors , to meet the wishes 
of the military authori ties , relinquish ed 
long-held .princ iples against Sunday open­
ing, b ut intimated that th ere shou ld be 
equal faciiit ies for all to apply for Sunday 
opening instead of a limited number, as 
suggested by the Watch Committee . 

From many sources th e K1N1:. learns that 
the gran ting to one kinema only has come 
as rather a "bombshell'·' to th e Trade, but 
Coun . H arokl S. Gent, ch a irman of the 
Sheffield O.E.A., ,preferred not to m ake an y 
personal comm ent on it. 

The whole matte1· will be thresh ea ou t at 
n ext Friday ' s m eeting, which will b e of 
more t han ordinary interest to all m ember R 
and, in fact, may have a ~reat deal of 
sign ifi ance nationally,

case .

C.E.A. ADVICE 
Reservation of m an ager of k inemas, wh ich 

ha~ been refu sed as a category matt.er. may 
st ill be applied for in r esp ec t of individuals. 

A circular giv ing advice r egarding the 
5teps to be taken is being sent out ,this week 
from O.E.A. ]1 eadquarters. 

I n th is cir cular it is being pointed out Vha~. 
a.lthoug,h rese r vation of the category of 
kinema managers has been refused by the 
Government t h ere is still an opportunity 
afforded to t.ake ac ti,m on different lines. 

Th e proprietor of a kinema ,,vlho ,yisbes to 
reserve a manager can approach the Board 
of Trade with a request for the re en·ation 
of hi s service . In support of this reque the 
must show that his kinema is of such 
national importance that it should remain 
open and that the services of tile manager 
are of such a key nature that his call-up 
shonl<l be postponed . 

I n f'very case the reques t wou ld h ave to be 
pecific, and concernecl with a particular 

kinema and a particu lar manager, in contra­
distinction to th e man n er in whic01 reserva­
tion bv oategory is carried on t. 

The individual case is differ ent front the 
Trade case. and may be made hy circuits on 
behalf of a certain number of kinemas or 
by an independent ~n respect of a single 
kin ema, ·but in every case the impor tan ce of 
the kinema and the essential J1atnre of the 
manager 's duties as a key man must be 
proved 

Th u s it may happen th at in th e case of a 
circuit only a percentage of ,Uhe men applied 
for will be r eserved . Also, the insistence 
that th e manager shall 0bc n. key man 
removes th e possibility of cln.im s being 
mad e for subst ituted m en . 

Should Register as 
Departmental Managers 

\Yhen the r eservation of kinema managers 
was mentioned at the meeting of the Leeds 
Branch of the O.E.A., Councillor Gu)CMER AL 
referred to a comment made by a member 
of a local tribunal. who suggested that 
directors should be able to carry on in pl ace 
of men who were called to the Services. 
W hen told that the directors often hncl no 
knowledge of the technical details, th e 
reply came that people sh ould not be direc­
tors of things th at they did not under stand . 

Counc illor Gummersal then po inted out 
th at tihat would, affect 75 -per 'cen t . of com­
panies in the country, and the r em ark was 
duly withdrawn .

HOW TO REBUILD 

PATRONAGE 

By J. H. Hutchison, 
Embassy, Hendon 

DEPLETION in evening attend­
ances is the kinema Industry 's 

most serious problem to-day . Some 
slight improvement m ay be effected 
by readjustment of times , prices 
and a llocation of seating, but we 
cannot even pretend that any one of 
these alterations will materially im-

prove the balance-sheet. 

Let us analyse the cause rather than the 
effect . 

Di tance is the most impor tant of ail 
factor . I estimate that during the week 
60 per cent. of to-day's audiences come from 
within a radius of a mile from the kinema, 
30 per cent. from one mil e to two miles 
distance, and not more than 10 per cent. a 
distance of more than two miles. On 
Satmdays and Sundays the percentage 
might be slightly higher, but, g iven all 
th ings equal, the average patron goes to the 
near est kinema fo r entertainment. 

If this is so, th en surely it should be 
possibie for th e local kinema to satisfy t h at 
dem and to a greater extent than is possible 
by run ning seven-day ,programmes. For 
tw enty-fi ve years our Indu stry has been 
governed by bars. These hard and fast 
meth ods of film renting are already a tradi­
tion and admittedly necessary, but i t 
appears possible for some readjustment to 
be made to the ultimate. advantage of both 
renter and exhibitor. 

Why not rnciprocity 1 
Take an average situation wJ1ere two 

kinemas two miles apart each play a cou.ple 
of th e weekly releases for seven clays, start­
ing on Sunday. Each kinema bars t he 
other. P atrons in the immediate vicinity of 
each ki11ema see one programme and, 
except •in occasional instances, forgo the 
pl easu re of seeing the other rat.her th an 
travel a couple of miles through a barrage. 

Is there any reaso n in th e wo rld why th ese 
kin e mas should not exc hang e progra mm es 
mid -week? 

The films would play for precisely the 
periocl originally contracted for , in the area 
concerned-seven days. They would play 
four days, starting Sunday in one house, 
and three clays from Thursclay in the other. 

\Yeek-end ,patrons would be able to see 
two changes of programme, and there is no 
doubt whatsoever that many afternoon 
patrons would go twice to the pictur es each 
week instead of once as at p r e ent. 

Why Not Try It ? 
This is apparen tly a practicable scheme 

th at at any rate warrants a trial. It. cou id 
be arranged quickly and without trouble 
and conld not fail to increase revenue. 
There are admittedly many minor problems, 
but none that could not be overcome. 

Re iclent managers throughout the country, 
and par ticularly in air r aid area , would 
welcome the innovation as an opportunity 
to !;)nhance the service to the truly local 
patrons who undoubtedly constitute the 
major proportion of to-day' s audiences. 

The physical cross-over could be made 
locally by the halls concerned. 

I the kinema I ndustry cour ageous enough 
to shake off the shackles of tradition an d 
t ry something that h as every possibility of 
being a profitable war time measure?

QU IETLY but certainly the lengt '.1 
of our feat ure film s increases. 
The two-hour picture ·was an 

outstanding exception not so very long 
ago; to-day we ~ake them in our stride . 

This development has come, n•J 
doubt, from the anxi·ety of p roducer~ to 
answer the steady American campaign 
for the single-feature programme . 
·vvhether · we like it or not , th ey are 
bound to he influ enced primarily D) 
their home market. 

In th is coun try we a re by no mean s 
convinced that th is policy wo uld satisfy 
our public . At the same t ime, it is 
clear that there is always a pa tronag·e 
fo r the b ig picture, ·even when this in­
volves th e dropping of the second 
fea ture- a proced ure which ex perie:1cc 
shows to be unpopula r in most kinemas . 

D ifficulti-es of opening hou rs have 
meant adjustments to the programme 
leno·th in a very great number of cases , 
but° still our people li ke their double­
feat ure . I s it possible tha t we shail 
have to develop two classifications of 
halls in the nea r future ? 

'\iVhile applications for earlier opei1-
ing are being made and rul es for earlie r 
closing are being enforced, the length 
of the programme is in the melting -pot. 
To simplify matters at a time like thi s 
is thus doubly necessary, bu t t he 
reactions in this country of America' s 
policy are not going to make thing s 
easier. For it must never be forgotten 
that the shorter adventure films­
which, after all , have a lways drawn the 
),ouno·-are the bas is on which th e' 

b 'j whole Industry has been but t. 

LOCAL DUMPS 

PR E LIMI NARY arrangements fo r 
the setting up of emergency 
film dumps in provincial centres 

were quickly pu t in hand, but for a long 
time we regarded this action as a form 
of rather remote precaution . H avi og 
seen the idea floated, exhibitors nave 
been incl ined to leave the detailed work­
ing out of it until its use wa s more 
obviously needed . 

Now that the air raid policy is being 
developed on lines which threaten out­
side districts as much a s the Metro­
poli s , C.E.A. members have real i.;ed 
that the functions of these dumps n ay 
be called into action at short notice. 
The system of utili sing them is there­
fore a matte r of immediate importance. 

Severa l complaints have been regis­
tered by Bri stol C.E .A . members , a:1d 
while no doubt satisfactory answers 
can be given , it is clearly a matter of 
urgency to see that arrangements a r~ 
fu lly unders tood before the necessity of 
invoking the use of this safety device 
arises . 

One of the fir st points to be settled 
is, of course, some uni formity of plan 
throughout the r enting side of the 
Industry. For instance, it was reported 
that two renters only had supplied lists 
of the films avai lable. It may not be 
easy , but it ought to be possible fo~ 
them a ll to fall into line in this regard. 

Then it appears that the suppli es are 
inadequate, and that films are not 
allowed to he released until proper 
a uthorisation had been secured. Wi th 
every desire to make the plan as elas­
t ic as possible, a go-as-you-please 
pol icy can ha rdly be expected to wo; k. 

The exhibito r who has already sho wn 
the on ly feat ures available is na turally 
not satisfied; nor is the ren ter Yvho 
may he throwing open a supply lo 
kinemas he has had to place on the 
restricted credit list. A method of 
practical working will no doubt be 
found, but not wi thout careful plan­
ning, supported by mutual good will. 

" w ELL mounted ' ' seems to be the 
appropriate adj ective with 
which t o describe the premiere 
of "North-West Mounted 

P olice," a t the Carlton on Monday, for 
t he a udi ence was as colourfu l as the 
de Mille mas terpiece in T echni color 
itseif.

LEEDS QUESTIONS WISDOM 
OF NATIONAL S.O. PLAN 
Is it Economically Practical ? 

SOME satisfaction at the trend of voting at the General Council meeting on 
th!) Sunday opening question, despite the defeat of their own resolution , 

was expressed at the meeting of the Leeds B~anch last week. All the delegates 
intimated1 their strong doubt of the possibility of the success of a national 

campaign which asked for Sunday opening without any reservations. 

C. H. ·wHrncuP said the voting was 28 in 
favour of t h e appli cation for nat ional Sun­
day opening as against 16-while 10 dele­
gates did not vote at all. The Leeds view, 
he said, was well presented by Messrs. 
Prendergast, Metcalfe and H opkins. 

The di cussion r eveaiecl three aspects of 
the question. Some exhibitors wante I 
national opening whatever the conditions, 
others opposed it, and some only wante l it 
if it was free of all restrictions, such . as 
charity clauses. 

Local Authorities' Attitude 
~Ir. Whincup commented that h e was 

afraid a one t ime of the application going 
through in a form which sub.1 ected it to con­
ditions, and it requi red some manoouvring 
for it eventually to go through as an appli­
cation withou t l.\llY restrictive conditions. 

L eeds delegates did not think there was a 
ghost of a cnance of that being clone, as it 
would m ean that iocal authori ties would be 
deprived of the ir pre ent ,powers. 

J ACK PRENDERGAST, in the chair, sa id it wa 
grand to listen. to Mr. Hopkins })Utting for­
ward his point with r egard to fo rcmg people 
to open on a Sunday when they cl1 l not 
want to. H e would no more think of going 
into a Jewish district th at was closed on a 
Satmday ancl tell them to open than. he 
would welcome anybody insisting on him 
opening on a Sunday.

PUBLIC APPROVAL 

F OR many years the m ain body of exhibitors in th is country 
has not extended a hearty welcom e to docum en tary fi lm s. 
Th is is surprising, because th er e are m any ex h ibitors con ­
sistently showing th ese film s wh o fin d th eir a udiences 

ap1)l'eci ate th em. In fac t, it is n ot u ncomm on to fin d th ese subjects 
r ece iving m ore appiau se than the m ain picture. 

It h as taken th e war to bring about a change in th e outlook fo r 
documentarv films. There h ave been m an y subjects s.J:1own in 
our theatres r ecently which h ave achieved considerable success­
i .. e., " Squadrnn 992," "Beh ind the Guns," " These Chiid ren am 
Safe, " " Men of th e Lightship," "Babes in the \Vood." The last­
n am ed subj ect enj oyed a 1·un of 1twenty 
weeks at the New Gallery . 

It is stran ge that British exhibitor s have 
n ot given m ore support to this type of film, 
as by common con sent the British documen­
t.ary ranks high in its own class with similar 
films produced in any other country. 

Owing to th e m eagre r eturn s secured by 
documentary films British producer s have 
had to conduct their business in the most 
econ omic way possible, and that they have 
successfully clon e so i s proved by the fac t 
that the p roducing companies r esp on sible 
for putting these films into the pos iti on they 
at p re ent occupy are still in business, in 
pite of haYing h ad a bitter fight fo r ten 

year- or more. Th is state of affair s does 
no apply to all branches of the film Indus­
l'Y in mi;; coun ry.

NEW METHOD 

On Normal 35-mm Stock 
Stereoscopy is fo r the m om ent rather 

over-shadowed in po-pular interest; but a 
modification of the polar ised-ligh t ;process, 
proposed by E. vV. Land (the mnntor of 
Polaroid) in a paper abstracted m P hoto 
1'echniqne, is worth recording. . .

V1ewecl by normal ught such an 
image is very thin (having a photogra.ph1c 
den s;ty range of only O to 0.3) , but whe.n 
viewed through polarising glasses the full 
density range of the image is reconstitu ted.
