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I HAVE just been reading a µi_ost 
extraordinary criticism of British 
film s made by somebody address­
ing the Bristol Round Table. This 
sort 9f thing , which is .going on all 
ove r _the country, g ives an idea of 
the fantastic notions often enter­
ta ined about the film indust ry. 

ACCORDING to thi s critic, British 
quickies cost " about £14,000 or 
less ' ' and the averag e British film 

, now costs '' anything between 
£40,000 and £250,000 and the re­
su lt was g enerally bad." 

CAN you beat tha t ? Where on 
earth do these people get their 
hig h falutin ' notions about · the 
money ava ilable fo r Br itish produc­
tion? The same fellow has the old 
familiar criticism about the " waste 
in the studios " and says that " the 
average production _work done in a 
studio amounted to about one hour 
in twelve.' ' 

Ir he means the average shooting, 
it would be extremely high speed 
g oing , because a whole film could 
be shot in two or three days at that 
ra te. What these people seem to 
forget is tha t each shot is the cul­
minatio n of hours of preparation, 
and tha t the preparation is just as 

1 • vitally impor·tant as the shooting. 

T HE · he goes on to say that " if 
a nyone had the initiatiYe to form an 
independent company, get hold of 
2 good story a nd cast it according 
to -the story and not according to 
the a rtistes, and arrange the whole 
of the prod uction plans before a 
studio was ren ted, they could make 
a production which usually cost 
anything up to £250,000 for 
£40,000. " 

I · o ther words, everything would be 
"hunky dory. " and such a company 
would come in and teach the whole 
of the British producers tfieir busi­
ness , none of them, presumably, 
knowing a nything about it up to 
da te. 

Or course , the re are no snags in 
thi s g olden proposition; no diffi­
cul ty about getting just the a rt istes 
you want at the time you want 
them. No sir!

Naive story of columnist who, with ·aid of " professional 
killer ," puts end to blackmailer erroneously supposed to be noted psychoanalyst. 
Very melodramatic development presents semi-electrocution tactics of hooded figure 
as sole attempt at tluill. Word y high-speed dialogue and comically casual refere1~ces 
to murder. Passable performances and pres~ntation. Moderate. offering for uncritical 
patronage. 

This Canadian product is ,n the tradition of high-speed lAmerfran crime melodrama. 
i3ut it doesn't get much further than being in the tra,dition. T he stoiy is involved; 
the d ialogue, delivered mainly by the columnist he10 and at high speed, is wor dy 
and wearisome; and the development crudely melodramatic, Perhaps the most re­
markable feature is the amazingly casual references to murder. One girl actually 
refers to h_er brother as a " professional killer." The only occasion approaching 
a thrill occurs when a hooded fig ure semi-electrocutes his adversaries by placing rcn 
electric rod against their necks. 

There is not much point in summarisin g the story except to say that it is such 
. as to render it passable only for uncritical patrons . A columrnst is under the 
impression that a blackmailer is a noted psychoanalyst. He proc0:.eds to expose him, 
his daughter, and her p layboy friend . But when the actual showdown occurs, at 
night in a lonely house, the hooded figure that attacks them turns out to be the 
p layboy . The columnist and the " professional killer " escape through the very 
facile assistance of the latter 's sister. 

The presentation is average, and the acting below that level. John Gailaudet talks 
tar too much and too quickly as the columnist; Rosalind Keith is just about adequate 
in the leading girl role; an5i the others do not merit i_ndividual mention. M. tl.

. The " Crime Doesn't Pay " them,e is ever a fruitful source of incident, and here 
it is elaborated to cpnsiderable enter tainment purpose. As is usually the way with 
the species, the detail makes little pretence to coherence or conviction, c:ontent to score 
on its lively surface movement, crisp characterisation and pointed moral. These 
)atter essentials are here in abundance, it may be emphasised, even to having the 
sha,cly heroine shot dead in the last few feet-agai n leaving the inescapable conclusion 
regarding crime and retributipn. 

~rhe central character is Ellen Ward, humble hash-slinger and victim of a drab 
domestic life. She might have become the sweetie of the assistant District Attorney, 
but she prefers the gaieties offered her by racketeer Charlie Blake, and for the nonce 
we see her established in a palatial apartment, surrounded by every luxury. But she 
accidentally kills Blake's old girl-friend, is tried and sentenced, rescued by Biake's 
hoodlums, and is eventually caught fast in the police net when Blake himself is 
rounded up. Finally, E llen receives the bullet intended by Blake for a cop, and the 
curtain rings clown on another tragedy of girlish wilfulness . 

H ere is a mpdest social document whose translated action matters more than its 
written pages. . In other words, it is its surface melodrama· wh ich maintains the , 
interest, and if such melodrama owes more than ordinarily to the long arm of coin­
cidence and its detail appears to have been evolved 'in the screen factory, it may be 
none the worse for that from the viewpoints of the masses. It is portrayed with anima­
tion by Phyllis Brooks in the role of Ellen, with suavity by Ricardo Corfez as the 
baleful Blake, and with competency by the remainder of the well-chosen cast.

Narrative angles negligible as such, merely presenting succession 
of obscure romantic and alcoholic comedy in course of tale of artist's kidnapping by 
crooks. Some compeusation to hand in sustained slapstick sequences, mostly without 
rhyme or reason, yet having appeal for uncritical tastes in sheer gusto of indiscrimin, 
ate sloshings, particnlarly ·in extravagant free , for ,all fight in climax dominated by 
female with frying-pan. Weak direction, indifferent leading portrayal, hearty support, 
qilite good presentation qualities. Passable for tolerant tastes. 

It is a consideration that a sectipn of cinema-goers do not require to know just what 
they are laughing at-the howl goes up when someone is bonked on the head with a 
frying-pan, and that is all that matters, apparently. There is a whole mass of such 
sheer knockabout in this fi lm, which appears to be built up on the theory of personal 
mayhem asked for and gladly given. Indulgent tastes will therefore find it adequate 
to their simple demands, but fpr more discerning patrons there is little left that is 
delectable. 

It seems that a commercial artist is running a picture-puzzle competition into which 
a gang of racketeers muscle in. A gangster minion kidnaps the hero to the boss's 
hideout, greatly to the latter's dudgeon, and when the entire party foregathers, every­
body proceeds to " do it "-to slosh each other about indiscriminately unti l all and 
sundry are laid out. That represents the material incident, which h as the further 
garnishing of vague puzzle-picture clues which shall lead the heroine to the hideout, 
and the sall ies of a harsh-voiced maiden .who professes an un dying love for the artist. 

As a story, such a farrngo simply will not dp, although y,e emphasise the slapstick 
. angle as mildly compensatory from the viewpoint of sheer fantastic movement and 

. incident. That competent artiste, Preston Foster·, is wasted in the role of the artist, 
· while Sally Eilers is in scarcely better plight with the part of his g irl-friend. Of the 

rr·emaining performers, ;,,.e best known is Guinn 'Williams, here seen in the charac-
teristic role of Spfty, a genial hoodlum entirely devoid of grey matter.

The quietly amusing fun is a matter of characterisation and ingenious situation. 

The hero, Fuller, is a young coffee magnate, for instance, and effective humour comes 
from the fact that the heroine, Carol, npt only becomes his secretary but a most un­
w1llrng coffee-taster. Following on her indigestion, Carol is sent awa)'. for a holiday, 
and here we have the comedy of the creditors luring Fuller to her side on the pre­
tence she is really 111, and of a hypnotist being called upon to produce the necessary 
symptoms. The hypnotist, however, does hi s stuff on Carol 's aunt, with dire rnsults 
to the consp1ratonal scheme. Not least, we have the frolic of Fuller's owrt scheme to 
choke Carol pff matrimony, and his methods of bizarre breakfast to the · tune of out­
landish music will doubtless appeal to the popular fancy. 

Gene Raymond plays with agreeable nonchalence in the role ot F uller, and Ann 
Sothern makes him a provocative Carol. Diverting subsidiary fun comes from the 
band of creditors-in the persons of Parkyarkarkus, Billy Gilbert and William Bris­
bane-and from Victpr Moore as the urbane originator of the, marriage scheme, with 
H elen Broderick as the wise-crackin g auntie , With the considerable incident put 
over a t a lively pace, and boasting of some appealing straight romance, the picture 
seems assured of wide popular appreciation.

But Nathalie is forgiv in g, realising that though she may no lon ger dance herself, 
she can pass on her art to others. • 

Sudh is the merest outline, of course, of a story nch in humaruity and not by any 
meat1s lacking in warm emotionalism. Throughout the tale of Rose's ill-starred ador­
ation, there runs the delightful detail of the dail y routine of the great Opera House, 
its amusing rehearsals, the candid c.hatter of ver)'. small girls and, not_ least, a 
ser,ies of finely artistic ballets, notably the one which gives the picture 11s name. 
The "accident " is sheer drama in its cr isp incident , and then onwards we have 
the alternatin " gloatin g and remorse of the small scl'.emer, and her final terrified 
run-out to th; cool comfor,t of a river.

Janine Charret's portrait of Rose is vivid indeed, and r_ealisti_cally reflects the 
passion of a regard which would stop at nothing lo achieve its ends: Yvette 
Chauvire is the charming Beaupre, and Mia Slavenska makes a sympathetic Natha­
li e, both artistes <lancing superbly in their respective ballet sequences. I one of the 
remaining players call for especial notice, but it is worth recording that there is no 
material male role in the picture.

T•he film should have been licensed when it was 
first made. Even now, when it necessarily appears slightly outmoded in some ways, 
it is still very well worth seein g , quite apart from its celebrity-pull. It served lo 
establish the reputation of Machaty who. we understand, was since responsible for 
directing the locust scene in " Good Earth.' ' 

It is a stark, s imple , uncompromising story of passion. A young romant ic wife, 
married to a middle-aged and disappointin g husband, leaves him . Lat er she goes 
to the cabin of, and spends the night wi.th, a YOL1t1 g workman whom she had first 

· met when bat'hing naJrnd, her horse having bolte.d with her clothes, whi ch he re­
stored to her. 

Hy a coincidence, her husband drives the youn g- man to a rendezvous in town 
wj.th the wife, and then shoots himself. Remorseful, the wife leaves her lover and, 
as a final almost symbol ical touch, s·he is shown nmsing her baby. 

. ·ome of these symbolic touches , in the Teutonic manner, now stand out as 
s!ig,htly , but nm very , ou.t of date; but of.ten tlhe directorial technique is exira­
·ordinarily effective. For instance, lhe way in wihi ch the husband's pince-nez are 
mad e to emphasise bis unromantic character. And the g irl's reaction to the youn g 
man's tender treatment of a bee on a flo wer, shortly after she had seen her hu,­
band crush one _ to death. The extreme minimum of dialogue (only about half a 
dozen sentenc-=s 111 fact) is employed; so the film loses noth ing like so much in trans­
tation as do most forei gn films . :\Iuch is done by mobile camera work and cutting in

I hese a re 
well enough presented, and though the film does not establish any great dramatic 
tenseness or excitement it should arpeal to t-he masses for whom it is intended.

Eve11tually po!ice 
rei11/orcements had to be sent fo r to r egu­
late matters but not before the plate-glass 
window of an adjoining shop had been 
smashed in the confusion . 

WINDOW BROKEN 
About 400 people, mostly young persons, 

attended the ·church service at the Gold­
street :Methodist Church , wh ile ou tsi de a 
lon g q ueue fo rmed to see " Magnificent 
Obsess ion " wh ich was to be screened 
afterwards . Realising tha t not all the 
h uge crowd could be accommodated in 
the small ch urch, the steward s closed the 
,doors after another 200 people ha cf been 
admitted. T he crowd outside then surged 
around the doors, an d blocked the road, 
an d the one policeman in charge of the 
queue ha,d to send fo r help . A shop 
window was broken and the road closed 
to traffic ·for some time before the crowd 
was d ispersed . 

In connection with Northampton Sun 
day evenin g church film ser vices, only a 
recen tly the statement was made at . 
a conference tha t thi s form of worsh i p 
was attracting the con gregations from 
other churches but the suggest ion h as 
been refuted .

Councillor Ch alloner seconded Alder­
man E myr Williams' rejection of the 
proposal.

C.E.A. NOMINEES' RULING 
Portsmouth and Free Shows 

TO, APPROACH AUTHORITIES 
Reporting to the meeting of the Ports­

mouth Branch , Mr. F. B. n. Blake, 
dealing with the General Council 
minutes, said in regard to the Films 
Bill that they were assured that they 
were getting very largely all that they 
had hoped. Their interests had been 
well watched by the President, who, he 
felt, had carried out that duty remark­
ably well. 

Attention was drawn to free shows. 
Councillor Mears stated that in other 

tcwns where these shows had been given 
it had been proved that they had a 
very detrimental effect on business .

Mr. E. V. Glenister suggested that 
the matter should be placed on the 
agenda for th<! next meeting, so that it 
cculd be fully gone into and a strong 
protest framed to be forwarded to the 
local authorities. 

The Secretary stated that regulations 
had been adopted ,by the Surrey County 
Council covering all halls where films 
were shown, whether classified as non­
flam or not, and it was decided that 
these regulations should also be hrou ght 
before the next meeting, with a view to 
further representations being made to 
the looal 11/atch Committee. 

The stand ing of local representatives, 
other than the nominees of cinemas, was 
discussed, arising out of t he recent rul­
ing that only nominees are entitled to 
hold office or vote in the Branch. 

In . a letter received from the General 
Secretary (Mr. W. R. Fuller) attention 
was drawn to the fact that an appoint­
ment made to the executive committee of 
the Br:lnch was not in order, as the 
membersh ip of the theatre concerned had 
been trn.nsferred to a circuit, with a 
head office nomination, and the Secre­
tary (iVIr . A. Daniels) said they had no 
option but to elect another member to 
the committee. 

Captain J. Smithson wa? unanimously 
elected to the vacancy . 

It was further stated that st rictly 
under .the rules the agendas for the 
monthly meetings should only be sent to 
the nominees, which meant, in several 
instances, that they would have to go 
direct to the head offices of the circuits 
in London, leaving the local managers 
entirely unaware of local Branch affairs. 

The Chairman, Counci llor H. P. t. 
Mears, said that in another Branch the 
difficulty had now been overcome by the 
circu its nominating their managers.

That the committee in office 
make recommendations at each annu al 
general meeting of one of the members 
of the Association for the pos1t10n of 
President-Elect for the forthcoming year, 
and in the event of more than one 
nomination a ballot vote will be taken.

" They Get Used to · Sex 

Films" 

POTTED PRUDISHNESS 

Mrs. W. A. Potts, of Birmingham, ad- > 
dre_ssing the Southport National Council 
of Wom,en on " Films and the Family," 
last week, commented : "Anything that 
panders to the lower instincts of human 
nature always pays. Whi le I am cer ta in 
the vast majority prefer clean and whole­
some films , there are also a cer tain num­
ber who like the other kind. It has been 
found -that it ,does pay, and the one thing 
the cinema trade worries about is box­
office receipts. 

" When the publi c first saw sex films J 

they were shocked," she went on. "Then 
some of them found they were artificiall y · 
stimulating. Then they began to enjo y 
them , and now · the y have made it a 
habit. I think the standards are chang. 
ing and they are ge tting lower." 

The Public Morality Council 
had reported that 40 per cent. of 
the fi lms shown were definitely ' 
subversive to Christian ideals. 
Various committees all over the 
country were in .agreement that 
about a quarter of the films shown 
were definitely harmful. 

She said all over the country there had 
been a most serious increase in juvenile 
crime. She didn't want to suggest that 
for this the films have been responsible, 
but " I think it is only fair to say that 
they have something to do with it, be-. 
cause if 90 per cent. of our elementary 
school children are going to fi lms once a 
week, some twice and even three times 
a week, all the time they are absorbing 
something from the films they are see­
ing. 

" I think we and our children are 
growing up to be cinema-minded. Thi.s 
generation is cinema-minded, and I think 
this generation very lar gely sets its stan­
dards from the screen heroes and heroines. 
They take the morals of the screen as a 
standard for their own morals. " 

One famous producer, continued Mrs. 
Potts, claimed that the films had done an 
extraordinary amount in setting fashions 
in hairdressing, furnishing, women's 
clothes and jewels. He claimed that that 
was a very imptrtant thing. But the 
moment anyone suggested that the films 
h·ad had anything to do with the fashion s 
in morals the trade wouldn't hear of it . 

An attempt had been made at a,d justing 
the situation by putting films in "A " 
and " U " categories. But every filrr' 
oame in " U " category if a child was 
accompanied by an adult. Therefore films 
that were supposed to be harmful im­
mediately became innocuous if the chi ld 
was sitting next to a girl of sixteen ! The 
category system was absurd, and she be­
lieved that there were many people who 
did not know what the initials " A " 
and " U " stood for.

PROJECTIONISTS' GUILD 
To the Editor of THE CI:NEMA. 

rn,- On behali of the .above Guild I 
thank you for -the remarks contained in 
you r issue of Saturday, January 29. 

At our recen t General Council Meeting 
the delegates who attended from the Pro­
vincial Courts were rather of the opinion 
that bhe Guild had had rather more th an 
its fair share of adverse cr iticism from 
various · sect10ns of the trade of late. 

However, I ta.ke this oppor tunity of 
observin g !bat we do not object to a 
little criticism as the trait is often the 
means of keeping men and organisations 
in a.II spheres up to a hi gh degree cf 
keenness , when it is recognised that their 
actions drawing interest and 
comment. 

I feel that you will appreciate that the 
Guild has done an enormous amount of 
geed since its advent, l ikewise its in­
fluence has led to a better understand­
ing by the trade generally of the pro­
jectionist ,and hi s work. 

At the same time it must be admitted 
that the work of the Guild, as a whole, 
has to date received ver y little recogni­
tion from exhibitors, many of wh.oin 
appear to take our organisation for 
granted and the benefits it bestows 
upon them as their rightful due. 

It would be untrue for me to state that 
improved salaries and conditions for our 
members is not a prime consideration of 
our General Cou ncil on behalf of the 
·members. But we h ave always been 
mindful of the fact that knowled ge is 
usually power, consequently we believe 
that the only way a projectionist c.an 
prog ress is by educating him to his job 
and the responsibilities that work 
entails. 

I may state that the Guild in the past 
has been within an ace of being fully 
recognised by two of the leading cir­
cuits. \Ve prefer to believe that this 
recognition h as only been withheld 
ow i_ng to the rapid chan ges which are 
takmg place within the industry. 

The fact tha t one ci rcuit h as seen fit to 
disband n early all its headquarters en­
g ineers and sound depar tments recently 
would seem to indicate that the trend in 
the future wi ll be to place more respon­
si t.,ili ty on the individual projectionists 
in the theatres and to rely on these men 
even more for the smooth and efficient 
runni ng of their respective theatres. 

H ere ag.ain the predictions of the Guild 
seem to be comi ng true, as we have always 
stood out for individualism as regards 
our members, and poin ted out that the 
efficient man should need but little super­
vis ion and sti ll less interference from the 
prnple who abound a nd '.vho think th at 
their sole duties should consist of haras­
sing the men who, in the main, do their 
best, often under the worst of conditions, 
with no encouragement whatever. 

In conclusion , the Guild is , as it always 
has been, at the service of every exhibi tor, 
ma nage r and projectionist who has the 
bes t interests of the trade at hear t , ,and 
we shall contin11e our efforts on behalf of 
efficient projectionists in the hope that 
sooner or later our ideas will be fou nd 
benefic ial to all concerned and recog ni sed 
as such.

PIONEERS 
To the Editor of THE CIKDrA. 

Srn,-Re the letter by ~Jr. Cottrell 
headed " The You ngest Pioneer ," I ,am 
claiming no records, but my · experience 

in the business may be of interest. I 
enclose a photograph of the auditorium 
of the Palace, Blandford, Dorset, taken 
around 1912. I believe it was in 19u 
this cinema was opened by Albany Ward , 
the founder of what has now become the 
P.C.T. and Gaumont-British circuit. It 
was sold to Ur. C. J. Thurlow around 
191 4, and just after the war <broke out 
the well-known war-time camp was opened 
eventually . to house some 20 to 30 

thousand troops, it was Mr. C. J . Thur­
low who gave me my first job. Being a 
" once nightly " show, I was able to 
work after school hours. I started in 
July, 19 15, and my job was to sit beside 
(I say sit, as the bioscope was 18 ins. 
off the . floor, our box being half . in the 
roof void and ports level with the ceiling) 
the b10scope operator and feed a trim 
of 18 mm., ro mm. carbons. I believe

remember the hours I spent perched on 
a stool listening to him explain the inner 
workmgs _of our " Gaumont Chrono " dog 
action b10scopc.

This ~a~ 
due to the fact that ,. sound technica l 
man was in charoe. no fancy fees wera 
paid to artistes and the films were reallJ 
well cast. 

J'lfUTILATIO .. OF BOOKS 

Mr. Phillips cri.ici d the muti lation 
of well-known books in order to make 
film stories with a box-office appeal. IIe 
said a film direc:or ;;hr uld be a technician 
and not a temperamental genius as he 
was generally looked upon. Regarding 
" the waste in ,he studios·· he averred 
that the aYera0 e production work done in 
a studio amounted to about one hour in 
tweh-e. He quoted one case of a stu dio 
which was costing £6oo per hour, and 
in which all work was held up for !wo 
days because the two principal artistes 
had not been chosen.

INTERNAL TAX

STANLEY SCHEME 
On consideration of the schedules de , 

fi ning the renters' and exhibitors' quotas, 
Mr. Stanley outlined the details of a de , 
fi nite scheme reating to double quotas 
w hich he had su bmitted to the pro, 
du cers' section of the F.B.I. in accord• 
ance with a promise made at the end of 
last year . 

The scheme was not capable of altera­
tion in detail because that would throw 
out the balance of the scheme.

£30,000 of labour costs had been spent 
should count three times their length 
for renters' quota , and a film in which 
£30,000 labour costs had been spent but 
in which the foreign rights were acq uired 
uoder the reciprocity cla use should 
count twice ior renters' quota. · A film 
which qualified ior renters' quota under 
Clause 26 but ,ms not used as renters' . 
quota · should count twice ior ex hibitors' · 
quota. T he ent ire scheme would haYe 
been accompan ied by an increase of !i 
per cent. throughout the exhibitors' 
quota period commencing at 15 per cent. 
anJ rising by stages to 30 per cent. It 
woul d also have been proposed that the 
fi lms committee should haYe the power 
to revise the quota schedules np to 40 
per cent. instead of up to 25 per cent. 
as was provided in the Bill. 

The scheme must stand or fall as a 
whole and he had asked for a definite 
"yes" or '' no,, answer • to the ques­
tion whether · it would · hel,p the pro­
ducers or not. If it would help them . 
be would ask t he Committee to adcut it. 

He had not tn iact got a "yes·" or 
" no" answer from the industry, but 
the F .B.I. rep ly was couched in terms 
which he regarded as a rejection of his 
scheme. That l•cing so he was not 
making any furt her move in the matter. 

CO:MJ'lfiTTEE'S DIFFICULTY 
Mr. Tom VVilliams said a proposal of 

such vital importance· should have been 
circulated to the Committee. The F .B.l. 
had obviously made it clear that unless 
tbeir conditions were fulfilled the scheme 
was qf no advantage to the producers. 
Was the Board of Trade satisfied that 
the · producers could exceed the fi <>'ures 
laid down in the schednles? If so

He believed that the 
Producers' Croup had not intended to 
gzve the impression of a complete- rejec­
tion of the Minister's .re heme. - Tfu ­
repl_y had been to the effect that the 
scheme would be of assista11ce only if the 
quota percentage of exhibitors were suffi­
ently increased. 

The reply of the F.B.l. · group was as 
tollows : ·· / am requested to inform you 
that the group is o; opinion that the 
proposals would be of material assist­
ai,ce to British film troduclions if, but 
only if, the qu~ta percentage of exhibi. 
tors for the fin·/ ;•;;ar is at least equiva. 
lent to the q!!ot ,z fercc11tage of exliibi. 
tors existing to-day under the 192i Act. 
The group considrr that unless N 

a111e11ded the proposal would do little or 
nothing to alleviate the injury whicli the 
British films productions indusrry nittst 
suffer under the Bill u•ith the schedules 
as drafted." 

lt still went a long way to meet the 
great difficulty of undersellino-. The per. 
cen tages should be ,·ery much higher. 

The Committee discussed an amend­
ment by Mr. 1Iantler (L., Wolverhamp­
ton E.) to make the remers' quota per. 
centage on short films for the first .-ear 
1 5 -per cent. ins\_ead of 10 per cent. ' 

Sir Adrian Baillie, supporting, said 
the quotas in the Bill gave no ~ea! 
encouragement to production in this 
country. 

Mr. Oli ver Stan ley said he wanted the 
Comm ittee to rea lise that they were rea ll y 
only concern ed with the first two yea rs. 
11 e could not anticipate the course oj the 
t, ade. during tlte 11ext ten years, but tire 
Bill already provided that after the 
seco11d year at i.llervals" there should be 
a .-eview by the Films Council. 

IIe thought the greatest difficulty 
arose over _\he exhibitors' quota for the 
first year. 

He wanted to make it as high as pos­
sible but t he question was largely one 
of mathematics. 

Vice-Admiral Taylor (C . , Padding­
ton S.) said the exhibitors' quotas in the 
Bill were useles!i_ from the point of view 
of helping the industry.

Censors were not leg.al. We were just 
muddlin g through with an unofficial 
body at the he.ad of thin gs . 

Difj,culties arose from the fact that 
these decisions were not legal and doubts 
existed as to the powers of the local 
authorities i,z the matter . Different 
i nterpretations had been, and were put 
0 11 the various A els and there was no real 
dear or guiding principle. 

Although in England, .as a resu lt of 
Hi g h Court litiga tion, the position had 
been somewhat clarified in some in ­
stances, Scotland st ill lacked · a clear defi ­
nition, fo r it had been argued that Court 
,rlecisions given in regard to the showing 
of films in England had been given on 
purely moral grounds and not a'bsolu tely 
legal arounds and that no such decision 
wuuld eYer be given in Scotland . 

" In Scotland , as a result of copcer ted 
and continuous action by bodies like the 
vVomen Ci tzens' Association, " she 
added, " progress had been made in the 
:natter of ci nema control until eventuall v 
:i voluntar y agreement had been arriYe:1 
«t. Mag istrates had no po\\er to pass 
regulations except safety reg ulations am\ 
the responsibility rested with the parents 
to see their children saw films that were 
good for them. " 

The 1\"omen Citizens' Standin g 
Conimittee decided to make inquiries a s 
to 110w the agreemen t was being ob­
ser ved in every town. At first 1t wa~ 
found that in very man y cases. the agr c:<" 
rnent, which Mi ss Adam mentioned as in 
eludi ng the adequate showing of "A ,. 
and " " certificates, was not bei ng well 
observed at all. . 

" In some cases," she alleged, " nq 
attempt was inade to act upon it. Then. 
curiously, the Secretary of State foi: Scot­
lan d, also deci ded to get reports, and 
w1hen he made his purpose known thert> 
was a big improvement in the observatio:1 
of the voluntary agreement. 

" I feel that if not the Government then 
the public, through Associa•tions like the 
vVomen Citizens' Association should en­
